CBRNE is an acronym referring to Chemical, Bio-
logical, Radiological, Nuclear, and Explosives. It is 
in common use worldwide to refer to protective 
measures taken against CBRNE weapons or haz-
ards. The evidence of al-Qaeda's interest in conduct-
ing a terrorist attack with chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and explosives 
(CBRNE) weapons appears compelling. The threats made by terrorists have been 
backed up by their deeds.  Training is required covering the types of weapons first 
responders may be exposed to in a terrorist attack. Responders need to be ready to 
deal with any possible situation quickly, efficiently and professionally. 

Spy-Ops’ Counter-Terrorism CBRNE course is designed to equip military and civil-
ian first responders.   This training is needed by law enforcement and many diverse 
workers including drivers, loaders/unloaders, vehicle maintenance workers, ware-
house workers, truck stop personnel, dispatchers, security personnel, engineers, con-
ductors, car men, track and signal workers, in-
plant rail workers, and yardmasters.   Partici-
pants stressed that many workers have received 
basic health and safety training but lack 
CBRNE knowledge.  

This course provides military and civilian per-
sonnel and management professionals with 
skills, knowledge, and the information resources to carry out their responsibilities in 
the event of a chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, explosive, or improvised 
explosive event.  The program is delivered on CD or electronically, and includes 
eight modules that take approximately 16 hours to complete.  Once you pass all 
eight exams, you will receive a Certificate in Counter-Terrorism CBRNE.
